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Shortly after an acceptance letter is received from a college, a Financial 
Aid Package is mailed. This package will list the initial cost of tuition, 
fees, and on campus room and board at the institution and how they will 
be reduced by any grants, loans or scholarships received by the student. 
The final cost of attendance also should be clearly stated. When 
comparing fi nancial aid papers from different colleges, it is important to 
note not only how financial costs compare but, also, how much the 
student and parent will have to borrow in the form of loans to pay the 
difference.
